THE DEPARTMENT RESPONDED TO A SHOOTING IN THE 4100 BLOCK OF W. MAIN STREET ON
JULY 18. ONCE ON SCENE, OFFICERS LOCATED ONE ADULT MALE WITH AN APPARENT
GUNSHOT WOUND IN THE ROADWAY. OFFICERS AND WITNESSES IMMEDIATELY BEGAN
RENDERING AID. THE ADULT MALE WAS TRANSPORTED TO A LOCAL HOSPITAL WHERE HE
LATER DIED FROM INJURIES SUSTAINED DURING THE INCIDENT. THE INITIAL INVESTIGATION
INDICATES THAT TWO INDIVIDUALS WERE DRIVING VEHICLES ON W. MAIN STREET WHEN
THEY STOPPED IN THE ROADWAY AND AN ALTERCATION ENSUED. DURING THE COURSE OF
THE ALTERCATION, ONE OF THE INDIVIDUALS PRODUCED A FIREARM AND FIRED AT LEAST
ONE SHOT HITTING THE OTHER INDIVIDUAL. THE INDIVIDUAL WHO SHOT THE OTHER WAS
ARRESTED AND BOOKED INTO THE CLEVELAND COUNTY DETENTION CENTER ON A COMPLAINT
OF FIRST DEGREE MURDER. THE INCIDENT REMAINS UNDER INVESTIGATION BY THE NPD
CRIMINAL INVESTIGATIONS DIVISION.
