PRESENTATION BY THE APPLICANT: ‘

1. Tom McCaleb, SMC Consulting Engineers, representing the applicant — We went to the
Council and appealed the administrative delay, and that was granted. We met for several weeks
with the consultant. We put together a plan that did exceed the requirements and is consistent
with what you want. We have a wall that is a four foot wall that goes to six feet to shield
existing houses on the west side. The landscape buffer area is 20 feet instead of 10 feet. The site
plan before you tonight shows that modification. Mr. Romero is ready to build this and be the
poster child for Porter Avenue.

There being no questions for the applicant and no one in the audience wishing to address this
item, Chairman Trachtenberg asked for discussion by the Planning Commission.

DISCUSSION AND ACTION BY THE PLANNING COMMISSION:

Curtis McCarty moved to recommend adoption of Resolution No. LUPR-1011-1, Ordinance No.
Z0-1011-2, the Site Development Plan and accompanying documentation, to the City Council.
Chris Lewis seconded the motion.

1. Mr. Gasaway thanked Mr. Romero and Mr. McCaleb for their patience and diligence in
working with staff on this project. He thinks it is a fine example of what the Porter committee
has worked on for two years. If there weren’t the Porter Corridor Study, while the parking might
have been expanded, we would not have the protection to the neighborhood, or the design
guidelines between the neighborhood and the business. He thinks this is an outstanding example
of what we are trying to accomplish. We’re trying to help businesses expand and prosper, but at
the same time, although we are losing a few houses in the neighborhood, it is a permanent
protection of the rest of that block.

2. Chairman Trachtenberg truly appreciates the cooperation of the parties in this case
because it really does become a poster child for what this whole thing is about. A lot of the
anxiety that this process has generated has been because of uncertainty and unclarity about how
this is going to work. Now we will see fairly shortly how this will work. He believes that once
people see it on the ground they will realize this is a nice thing and is something that will grow

throughout this area.

SUMMARY OF REQUEST: On June 8, 2010, City Council granted an appeal from the
temporary administrative delay in the Porter Corridor Project Area by Ephrain Romero,
owner of Tarahumara Restaurant, 702 N. Porter. City Council’s upholding of the appeal
gave Tarahumara Restaurant the right to seek a Land Use Plan amendment and rezoning for
three parcels located at 315, 319 and 321 E. Frank Street, adjacent to the restaurant.

The applicant has an existing local restaurant and is seeking approval to expand the parking
lot behind the business. The amount of parking would increase from the current twenty-
seven spaces to approximately seventy, and would be heavily landscaped.

At their meeting of July 8, 2010, the Planning Commission, by a vote of 7-1, supported this
request and recommended adoption of Ordinance No. ZO-1011-2.

ANALYSIS: The applicant is requesting a zoning change from the existing R-3, Multi-
Family Dwelling District, to C-2, General Commercial District, in order to create additional
parking for the restaurant. The applicant’s request for C-2 commercial zoning is consistent

with the proposed land use as a parking lot and is consistent with the Porter Avenue
Corridor Plan’s recommendation of a 250-foot maximum depth for commercial uses along
Porter Avenue. The proposed extent of the applicant’s commercial depth is 260 feet;
however, stopping at 250 feet would fall 10 feet short of the nearest property line. The
applicant proposes to offset this additional depth by doubling the recommended depth of
landscape buffer from 10 feet to 20 feet.

The applicant’s proposed parking lot design is consistent with the overall intent of the
Porter Avenue Corridor Plan in terms of parking lot design and placement. The 20-foot
landscaped buffer adjacent to the masonry buffer wall is appropriate and will provide an
appropriate buffer between the parking lot and the residential uses to the west.

The Porter Avenue Corridor Plan identified these lots as appropriate for commercial land
use if certain conditions can be met. Those conditions are incorporated into the Porter
Corridor Zoning Overlay District, which provides guidance for commercial requests such as
this. In particular, this request meets those guidelines by providing: ‘

A masonry buffer wall at a height of four feet to the rear building line of the adjacent house,
scaling up to six feet beyond that line to ensure rear yard privacy in the back yard.
Masonry building materials are consistent with plan recommendations.

An authentic stucco finish on masonry block is appropriate given the restaurant’s theme.

A twenty foot wide landscaping buffer will be installed adjacent to that wall, which will be
landscaped to minimize any impact. Landscaping is proposed within the parking lot as well
as within the adjacent right-of-way.

All new lighting that will be installed will be full cutoff fixtures and the light poles will be a
maximum of 20 feet.

STAFF_RECOMMENDATION: This rezoning request meets or exceeds the
requirements identified in the Porter Corridor Zoning Overlay District and meets the intent
of the Porter Avenue Corridor Plan. Staff recommends approval of this rezoning request.

character or balance of land uses in the Porter Corridor.

redevelopment of this block more attractive to investors.

e Delaying the issuance of permits until August could potentially delay
construction for up to a year which would have a negative impact on potential
patronage at the restaurant. .

SYNOPSIS:  The owner is seeking rezoning that will allow for the conversion of these
residential lots to commercial parking for his restaurant.

Applicants are seeking a Norman 2025 Land Use Plan amendment and a rezoning, The
current zoning is R-3. The Norman 2025 Land Use Plan designation is Single-Family

Residential.

Applicant’s Opportunity. The applicant is seeking to demolish three houses adjacent
to his restaurant in order to expand the restaurant’s parking lot. He seeks to rezone these
lots from R-3 to C-2 in order to allow this land use.

The three structures, located at 315, 319 and 321 E. Frank, respectively, are renter-
occupied houses owned by the applicant. All three lots are 50’ wide by 140’ deep. By
removing the houses, the applicant proposes to expand his current parking from 27 stalls
to 66 stalls. The current minimum standard for a 3,500 s.f. restaurant is 35 stalls,

Staff Comment. Staff stated that a drainage report would be required before permits are
issued. Staff also commented the dumpster orientation must change in order to facilitate
trash collection from the alley.

Engineer’s Response. Engineer stated the drainage report was complete and
would be submitted with the zoning application. They added that runoff would
be handled by a detention pond located in the 20’ landscape buffer. Applicant
added that the dumpster alignment would be changed to allow trash collection

from the alley.

1. Doug Koscinski — This is a bit unusual because it’s a zoning request that really hinges on
the two previous items you just discussed. This one went to the City Council asking for an
exemption from the current interim guidelines that we have in place and the Council authorized
you to hear this request and it will be forwarded to the City Council concurrent, so there is a
relationship there. Essentially this is a commercial Plan change. They’re asking for three
residential houses to be transferred from the residential category to the commercial category.
They are to the west of the existing Tarahumara’s. Staff is in favor of it, largely because it
follows, or exceeds in one case, most of the guidelines that you just recommended adoption for
the Zoning Overlay District. They have the wall element, the landscape element, parking is
maximized to allow the restaurant to have, in my opinion, an adequate amount of parking. There
is a parking lot immediately north of this. It’s currently zoned RM-2; it has that special use
designation for parking. We think this is consistent with the plan that you talked about in the
Zoning Overlay District that you just recommended. There was no filed protest on the request.

2. Chris Lewis noted that the Zoning Overlay District is very specific about the walls and
the designs, and asked if this proposal will meet those guidelines. Mr. Koscinski responded that
they will.
