this more concretely/ improve collaboration on how bicycling will be addressed, etc.) 
 

Changing Gray and Main to 2-way 
• This will impact having a bike lane on these roadways and would change to a share 

the lane scenario potentially. 
 

Symmes as the E-W corridor 
 

Currently working on the zoning to facilitate the vision for the Center City Plan 
Goal to make area more walkable, link Campus Corner to Main St/Webster general area 

Increase height options, coordinate with housing and neighborhood plans 
Consolidate parking to possible shared parking garage 
 

NEXT MEETING – Goal to invite a member of the visioning committee to come to BAC to 

discuss bike lanes in relation to their current plan. 
 

B.) Adding new bike lanes on identified collector streets 
 

A. Lombardo provided a copy of the current process for restricting parking on collector 
streets. 
 

CTP has some language that suggests bike lanes that are needed (1 mile grid blocks) 

can/should take precedence (this is not the exact language). 
 

Discussion included – For those streets that currently have bike traffic and low or no parking 
this is an easier shift.  We need an alternate process for removing parking on these streets 

that does not require 60% of the residents to sign for it.   There needs to be an alternate 
process (approved by Council) for initiating this change in accordance with the CTP, 
request by bicycling community or other equivalent sponsor.
