2. 77nd to 108th –Comments to ODOT from City Manager; Resolutions from 
multiple years that show the ODOT plans are counter to City of Norman 
resolutions and plans. Requesting formal response from ODOT on removed 
bicycle lane and use of ROW.  Multi-modal transportation is permitted in the 
state. 

a. Consultant for ODOT was not given the multimodal as part of the scope 
of work; won’t include the EIS 

 
3. Recreational – Saxon Trail � Hwy 6/36thclosed right now in this section/ cedar 

Ln closed right now/Blue Creek – where the old donkey farm was; crushed 
granite is in place / putting in signage; bike trail – not sure how to signage it with 
mixed travelers (runners) 2K loop, 1/3 mile, 1.8K loop –not really intended for 
biking. 10’ wide 

o Primary for cross-country running; mainly training area 
o Need ‘etiquette’ to prevent bad bicycle behavior since trail was 

grant-funded specifically for cross-country training 



o May pursue an inner loop for bicycle recreational training
