City Estimate/City Cost

This Sidewalk Repair Estimate is an invoice estimate for the cost of the project based on 
quantities/costs under the City’s contractor. It does not reflect an estimate for the property 
owner’s independently-procured contractor. 

The resident cost in Green text reflects the 50% cost of the city estimate.  This is the 
amount the property owner must submit via personal check prior to the work being 
scheduled, when using the City’s contractor to perform the work. It also reflects the 
maximum a property owner can be reimbursed for performing the work independently 
upon a passed City inspection. 

The Sidewalk & Curb Replacement Participation Program (“50/50 Program”) is not an 
automatic enrollment. Further, there are limited funds in this account and works on a first-
come/first-serve basis. When the SCRPP budget is depleted, it does not absolve the 
property owner from initiate repairs fully at their own expense, within 30 days and in 
accordance with Oklahoma State Statute, Title 11, Para 36-104. 

If choosing to utilize the City Contractor, please draft a personal check in the amount 
annotated on the “Resident Cost – 50% Share block.  Make the check payable to “The City 
of Norman” and inscribe “Sidewalk Program” in the memo section of the check.  Mail or 
drop off to:
